	Vapor from jugs – inhaling or eye contact

Splashing chemical on skin or clothes 

	When perforating seals on jugs, turn head away
When pouring jugs into tank, turn jug on its side to avoid splashing
Keep head away from tank opening when pouring
If windy, pour with the wind

	Slips
Trips
Back Strain
Chemical spills from Filling Valve

	When starting pump motor, anchor with one foot
Open fill tank valve, start motor, open spray tank valve in order
When full, shut off motor, close spray tank valve, close fill tank valve in order
